o Once you have read a book, you will log back onto Accelerated reader and
take a test on the book you have read - Accelerated Reader.

o You can log on to Accelerated Reader in an evening from home until 8pm. To
complete quizzes which will be set as homework.

o |[f you are not scoring the national average on your Star Reading tests or reading
below your age, you may be idenftified for intervention outside of your lessons.
